CRICKET NETS SOPs — COVID-19

Usage of all Club facilities at Member’s discretion and risk.

Strict observance of SOPs is mandatory and dedicated staff on duty will be
authorized to ensure implementation of SOPs as per Bye-Law III (6).
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Cricket Nets will be open daily from 7 am to 10 am and 4 pm to 8 pm.

Every Tuesday Cricket Nets will remain closed for repair/maintenance work.
Booking must be made one day in advance at Squash Court reception from 7 am to 10
am and 4 pm to 8 pm at ext. 272 or 0317-1299928.

Only one session of one hour per day can be booked.

A maximum of 4 members will be permitted in the nets area at any one time.

Every Saturday from 4 pm to 7 pm Children Coaching (8 to 13 years old) will be
conducted. Maximum of 4 children per booking for one hour session.

Strict adherence to time slot will be implemented and time will be reduced for late
arrival.

Cancellation / changes in booking time must be notified on the same day it was made.
Temperature will be checked at the entrance gate as per practice and anyone with
temperature of 99 degrees Fahrenheit and above will not be permitted to enter the
Club premises.

Mask must be worn at all times except when batting / bowling,

Social distancing must be observed.

Use of hand sanitizer on entering the cricket nets area is required.

Until further notice no guest permitted.

Standard COVID-19 precautions will be applicable.

Personal Cricket equipment / Club equipment should be sanitized before and after nets
training session.

Equipment sharing should be avoided. If unavoidable, an appropriate cleaning
protocol should be followed before and after use.

Regular hand sanitizing when in contact with the ball

Staff to wear gloves when handling the ball.

No sharing of any non-cricket equipment (e.g. water-bottles, gloves, pads etc.).
